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Das Team Radiologie Plus mit seinen über 70 Ärztinnen und Ärzten verfügt nicht nur über eine 

ausgewiesene klinische Expertise, sondern zählt auch zahlreiche erfahrene medizinische Forscher 

in seinen Reihen. Medizinische Forschung vertieft und erneuert das Fachwissen, erlaubt es, bei 

neuesten Entwicklungen am Ball der Zeit zu bleiben, wovon letztlich unsere Patienten massgeblich 

profitieren. Auch müssen Kliniken in der Schweiz, die Angebote im Bereich der hochspezialisierten 

Medizin abdecken wollen, Forschungsproduktivität in diesen Domänen aufweisen können. Nur 

so kann ein kontinuierlich hoher medizinischer Standard in der hochspezialisierten Medizin 

gewährleistet werden. Daher lag es nahe, dass wir im Team Radiologie Plus Forschung verstärkt 

in unseren Fokus gerückt und eine Forschungsgrundstruktur unter der Leitung von Fr. Prof. Dr. 

Amelie Lutz aufgebaut haben. Aktuell werden Projekte im Bereich der Herz MRT, Bildgebung des 

zentralen und peripheren Nervensystems, im Bereich Head & Neck, Body Imaging, der Lunge und 

in der muskuloskelettalen Radiologie verfolgt.
